The schools rely on integrating e-learning and face-to-face

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Fifth : Intensive Health Care System (SIHC).

The schools are considered the first school to implement the
specialized SIHC system for healthcare. The system includes a
specialized team to monitor students' growth indicators, promote
their health, and detect any diseases that may affect the student,
including monitoring visual acuity, dental health, and personal
hygiene, with a monthly report provided to parents on the student's
health and suggested dietary plan that promotes their mental,
physical, and emotional well-being.

Additionally, the schools offer a range of training courses for
students on first aid and maintaining physical health.
